Further details can be
found under no. 4 and 5 of this privacy policy.

b) When registering for our newsletter.

If, in accordance with Art. 6, paragraph 1, part a of the GDPR you have expressed your consent to
register for our newsletter, we may use your e-mail address to regularly send you updates on our
product portfolio, exhibition information or the occasional festive greeting e.g. Christmas card .
